Provides a look at education under Taliban rule in Afghanistan where only 8 per cent of the girls and 32 per cent of the boys got any education. After the Taliban was overthrown 1.5 million students returned to school.  Shows UNICEF assistance in supplying learning materials and supplies, building of schools, and training of teachers.

Features Ethiopia and Zambia and their efforts to manage sagging economies and decreasing food resources during the 1980s.

Around the United Nations…Decolonization. UN. 1990 18’

Shows the progress of decolonization worldwide from 1945 through 1990.
Around the United Nations...Environment and Development. UN. 1992 20’

Explores efforts being made to restore destruction of the environment. Highlights the work of the UN to establish policies for environmental recovery.

Around the United Nations...Human Rights. UN. 1991 16’

Deals with the many abuses suffered by children throughout the world and documents the UN efforts to bring universal standards for human rights.


Around the Nations...Literacy. UN. 1990 18’

This program gives credence for the necessity to de-alert all nuclear weapons.

A Beacon in the Dark—ICC. UNA-USA. 1998 15’

Presents the atrocities and the history that compelled the creation of the International Criminal Court in 1998. The images show why the ICC is essential in the battle against brutality and for the dignity and worth of every human being. It questions US opposition to the Court and maintains that US should be a leader of this multinational effort to bring world justice and punishment of atrocity criminals.

A look at the women of Golfito Costa Rica who are being empowered through learning to read and write and take control of their lives.
